Finally, it is noteworthy to underline the
importance of the Agreement between the Republic of
Armenia and Japan on the exclusion of double taxation
of income and prevention of tax avoidance and
evasion, signed in late December 2024. In line with
the Agreement for the Liberalization, Promotion and
Protection of Investment, signed in 2018, it should be
considered as a solid basis for Japanese companies to
draw their attention to Armenia and consider it as an
